I called FeDeX this morning and asked some preliminary questions. I posed
the question - that we needed to ship a mult-imillion dollar piece of
scientific equipment to CERN from Fermilab. Approximate size 2'x2'x10'
weighting 100lb.

The attendant seem to know about the two labs and told me he had escorted
scientific apparatus to CERN on charter flights before.

He suggested standard air freight would be very risky, but would cost 5K

or so for an oversized box. No climate control, the temperature would depend on

placement in the cargo hole.

He did suggest hiring an exclusive charter, which FeDeX could arrange.
This charter would be climate controlled and fully escorted by someone
from FeDeX.

He thought 100K-150K for a small plane (LEAR 36), more for larger planes.
The container size would dictate the size of plane.

He thought cushion-ride shipment from Chicago to NY, then charter flight
to Paris, then cushion ride to CERN as one possibility.
